It’s what’s new 
between God and us

than try it.  We are 

encouraged to live 
this way! 
 
Aren’t all the good 
relationships you 
have based on trust?  
They have to be, or 
you couldn’t get 
through the day.  
God tells us we can 
trust him above all 
others, even if we 
haven’t trusted God 
that much before. 
This is way better 
than Senioritis or 
Spring fever, both of 
which are over with 
quick enough.  And, 
this is way better 
than living with fear, 
discouragement or 
isolation.  God is our 
God.  God is with 
us.  God promises to 
work for good in our 
lives.  We are 
invited to trust.
